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Extension courses  require students to work beyond the standard of the 2 Unit course. They are designed                                 
to challenge students who display excellence in the subject area and who wish to develop this in the                                   
HSC. Some of the extension courses are completely separate courses from the 2 unit courses in the same                                   
subject eg. English. They have their own course requirements, outcomes and content material. Only                           
students who are excelling in the 2 unit courses should consider choosing an extension course. Extension                               
courses are 1 unit courses. It is inadvisable to select an extension course for the purpose of making up                                     
units in a learning package 
 

Australian Ter�ary Admissions Rank 

Australian Ter�ary Admission Rank (ATAR) is a numerical measure of the student's overall contribu�on in                             
the HSC in rela�on to that of other students. This measure allows the comparison of students who have                                   
completed different combina�ons of HSC courses. The ATAR is calculated solely for use by universi�es,                             
either on its own or in conjunc�on with other selec�on criteria, to rank and select school leavers for                                   
admission to university. 

To be eligible for an ATAR, a student must sa�sfactorily complete 10 units of ATAR courses. These ATAR                                   
courses must include at least: 
• 8 units from Category A courses 
• 2 units of English 
• three Board Developed courses of 2 units or greater four subjects 
• No more than 2 units from Category B courses. 
See the FAQs at  h�p://www.uac.edu.au/atar/faq.shtml   It is very useful. 
 
Sa�sfactory Comple�on of a Course 

A student will be considered to have sa�sfactorily completed a course if, in the Principal's view, there is 
sufficient evidence that the student has: 
• followed the course developed or endorsed by NESA; and 
• applied themselves with diligence and sustained effort to the set tasks; and 
• par�cipated in experiences provided in the course by the school; and 
• achieved some or all of the course outcomes 
 

A�endance 

Whilst the NSW Educa�on Standards Authority does not mandate a�endance requirements, the                       
Principal or Delegate may determine that, as a result of absence, the course comple�on criteria above                               
may not be met. The Principal or Delegate will give students early warning of the consequences of such                                   
absences.  
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Assessment Program 

Schools are required by the NSW Educa�on Standards Authority to provide an assessment of each                             
student's performance in the Preliminary Course. Teachers develop assessment programs comprising                     
Common Tasks (which the en�re Cohort will complete) and  all other tasks throughout the academic                             
year. The Magdalene Catholic High School Assessment Plan will be published at the beginning of the                               
academic year. 
 

Communica�on to Students 

Magdalene Catholic High School has created a site for Year 11 to access their curriculum informa�on 
h�ps://sites.google.com/dow.catholic.edu.au/ mchs‐year‐11‐curriculum‐site 
This site provides the Assessment Plan for students in each subject as well as a weekly overview of when                                     
common tasks are scheduled for each subject. Some subjects may provide addi�onal informa�on. 
A link to this site is also available through the Learning Tab on the school website. 
The plan contains informa�on about the outcomes being assessed and performance grades used to                           
assess each student in their achievement. It also contains a more detailed schedule indica�ng the                             
Common Assessment Tasks (and their value and due dates) and the suggested ac�vi�es that could be                               
used in class to assist the teacher and student in their achievement of outcomes. 

Assessment Tasks 

All assessment tasks at Magdalene Catholic High School are standards‐referenced. Students are given                         
wri�en no�fica�on of both the Common task and the criteria on which they are being assessed. At the                                   
conclusion of the task teachers record results (marks or grades) and students are given appropriate and                               
meaningful feedback on their performance.  
Students should be aware that  other tasks required by the classroom teacher are considered to be                               
important to the development of skills and knowledge in the subject area. Homework, reading and class                               
par�cipa�on are as important as the scheduled assessment tasks. It is considered to be a serious                               
situa�on when students do not par�cipate fully in all tasks set by the teacher and may result in an                                     
interview with parents and the Key Learning Area Coordinator or an “N” warning le�er being sent home                                 
to no�fy parents. 
 

Scheduling and Submission of Assessment Tasks 
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Absence from/Non Comple�on of an Assessment Task 

Absence from an assessment task on a specific date will mean a student shall receive an N‐warning for                                   
that task. Such a result will only be reviewed in the light of an illness/misadventure claim. Each task  mus t                                     
be completed. However, if necessary, a student will be placed on deten�on to complete the task. 
 
Absence/Non Comple�on Due to Illness or Misadventure 

Assessment at school takes the form of tasks, projects, process diaries and examina�ons. If a student is                                 
absent on the day a task, project or diary is due or an examina�on is to be held, the student will make                                           
sure that the office is no�fied by 8.30am by a parent / caregiver clearly  on or before the due date.  The                                         
following informa�on should be provided: student's name, the name(s) of the task or tasks that will be                                 
missed because of the absence. This message will be given to the relevant Key Learning Area                               
Coordinator. 

Illness 

A doctor's cer�ficate is produced on the next day of school a�endance if a student is absent due to                                     
illness along with an Illness/Misadventure Form available from the library or school website. This must                             
be given to the Curriculum Coordinator and it will be then given to the Key Learning Area Coordinator.                                   
The presenta�on of a medical cer�ficate will cons�tute an applica�on to undertake a subs�tute task. 

The Key Learning Area Coordinator will: 
• determine whether it is appropriate to give/accept the same task, a similar task or an es�mate                               
mark or whether a 0 mark should be awarded. Failure to no�fy the office on the day an assessment is                                       
due will generally result in a mark of zero. 
• advise parents in wri�ng when a 0 mark has been awarded. 

Misadventure 

Misadventure is any unforeseen event which prevents students from undertaking a task or hinders them                             
from comple�ng it on �me. 

It is the  responsibility of the student  to inform the Key Learning Area Coordinator of the absence or                                   
lateness, and its reason, as soon as they know there is a problem. Any applica�on for special                                 
considera�on should be submi�ed on the Illness/Misadventure Form in this book on, or preferably                           
before, the due date. These forms are also available from the library or school website. This form with                                   
evidence, such as le�er from parent must be given to the Curriculum Coordinator and it will be then                                   
given to the Key Learning Area Coordinator. 

Where grounds for accident/illness/misadventure exist, then one of the following will apply: 
• an  'Extension of �me'  may be granted by the Key Learning Area Coordinator. 
• a  'Subs�tute Task'  (and a �me limit) may be given by the Key Learning Area Coordinator. 
• A ‘ Calculated Mark'  may be given by the Key Learning Area Coordinator, but this will only be used                                   
in  excep�onal circumstances,  e.g. where the comple�on of a subs�tute task is not appropriate, is                             
unreasonable, or where the missed task is difficult to duplicate. The Key Learning Area Coordinator may                               
authorise the use of an es�mate based on other appropriate evidence. 
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Appeals Process 

If a student does not agree with the grade assigned by the school through the assessment process,                                 
he/she may seek a review in that par�cular course. The assessment review process will focus on the                                 
school's procedures for determining the final grade. 
The panel at Magdalene Catholic High School to review any student's appeal will consist of the following                                 
personnel: Principal, Assistant Principal, Curriculum Coordinator and relevant Key Learning Area                     
Coordinator. 
 

Submission of Tasks and Technical Issues 

Technical problems with computers or printers or internet access will not be considered to be an                               
acceptable form of misadventure for the late submission of an Assessment Task. Students and parents                             
should be aware of this policy in that the loss of electronic work for assessment through failure of                                   
computer systems or devices is not a valid excuse for extension or non‐submission. Students must make                               
back up files of all works, regularly print their working dra�s and keep their dra�s composed on paper to                                     
support the final submission. They should also keep all their work on school based files as well as at                                     
home. Careful labeling of computer files will assist their organisa�on of the final submission. 
 
 
‘ N’ (non‐award) Warning Determina�on 

If a student appears not to be mee�ng the requirements of the course, whether through failure to                                 
submit tasks, poor a�endance pa�erns or non par�cipa�on in compulsory ac�vi�es, the Principal or                           
Delegate will issue a “N” Determina�on Warning le�er which will be sent to the student’s home address                                 
as recorded by the school.  Students must be aware that a ‘warning’ le�er issued by the school on behalf                                     
of the NSW Educa�on Standards Authority is a serious situa�on. Students will be provided with a follow                                 
up date by which the requirements need to be addressed. Should this alternate date not be met further                                   
contact with parents will be made and a possible interview arranged to discuss the student’s ongoing                               
enrolment. In all instances students have un�l the end of the Preliminary course (Term 3) to ensure they                                   
have met all of the requirements for comple�on of the course. Students who have not complied with the                                   
above requirements cannot be regarded as having sa�sfactorily completed the course. The Principal will                           
then apply the 'N' determina�on.  
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Assessment Ranking Appeals

Appealing an assessment rank 
Talk to your teacher if you believe your ranking is incorrect 
You will be able to find out your assessment ranks (your final posi�on in each school course) in your                                     
Students Online  account a�er the final HSC exam. 
You can’t appeal your marks in individual assessment tasks, but if you feel you have been incorrectly                                 
ranked in a course, talk to your teacher immediately. 
If you are s�ll not sa�sfied that your ranking is correct, you can apply to your principal for a review. In                                         
this review, the school will consider whether it: 

1. weighted its assessment tasks in line with the NESA requirements 
2. complied with its stated assessment program when deciding your final assessment mark 
3. miscalculated or made a clerical error when deciding your assessment mark. 
If you want to apply for a review, you must do this before our cut‐off date. Your school will tell you the                                           
review outcome and inform us if your assessment marks should change. 
You can appeal to NESA if you are unhappy with your school’s response 

If you are dissa�sfied with the outcome of the school’s review, you can ask your principal to lodge an                                     
appeal with NESA. We will only consider whether the school’s review was adequate for deciding items                               
1–3 above and done properly. 
We won’t revise assessment marks or rank order. If we uphold your appeal, we will ask the school to                                     
correct any errors. 
For more on reviews and appeals, ask your school for an assessment appeal form. You must lodge any                                   
appeals to NESA at your school by the cut‐off date on the form. We won’t process any appeals a�er this                                       
date. 
Invalid Tasks 

Some�mes an assessment task may be declared invalid and students may be asked to complete a                               
different task. The task may fail to differen�ate because of a large number of students plagiarising or                                 
prior knowledge of a ques�on. In such cases a subs�tute task may be arranged and assessment task                                 
weigh�ngs may be reviewed. 
 
Disability Examina�on Provisions 
Disability examina�on provisions are granted to address the effects of a special need on test                             
performance. Provisions may include Braille papers, large print papers, use of a writer, use of a reader,                                 
extension of test �me, rest breaks, use of a personal computer, establishment of a special test centre,                                 
separate supervision, permission to take medica�on, or others judged necessary. 

The school coordinates and makes the applica�on for disability provisions to the NSW Educa�on                           
Standards Authority on behalf of the student and their parents. It is submi�ed on the form sent to                                   
schools with reference to the accompanying informa�on guide. Applica�ons will be acknowledged and                         
principals, parents, students (via the Principal) and presiding officers will be advised of the decision.                             
Applica�ons must be submi�ed with evidence indica�ng the precise nature of the special need and the                               
consequent effect on examina�on performance. Please see the Learning Support Team for further                         
informa�on regarding disability provisions. 
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Making sure your work is your work 

Students submit their assessment tasks using a cover page available in the library that acknowledges the 
following: 

This assessment task is my own work. I have acknowledged research sources through a bibliography and                               
I am confident that I have wri�en my response using my own words and working. 

If a student is found chea�ng, or assists another student to cheat, the student will receive zero for that                                     
assessment task. This includes the sharing of work, where one student substan�ally uses the work of the                                 
other student, and plagiarism, where a student uses the work of an author or other person, claiming it                                   
as their own. Pieces of work which are copied or downloaded, substan�ally unchanged or                           
unacknowledged, from encyclopaedias, from CD‐Roms or from the Internet, fall into this category. If in                             
doubt, consult your teacher. Always cite your sources and include a bibliography.  

 
What Cons�tutes Malprac�ce 

Extract from  Rules and Procedures for Higher School Cer�ficate Candidates.  
Chea�ng of any kind is unacceptable 
Behaving dishonestly to gain unfair advantage in assessments is malprac�ce, or chea�ng. Any form of 
malprac�ce, including plagiarism, is unacceptable, and we treat these allega�ons very seriously. 
Detected malprac�ce will limit your marks and jeopardise your HSC. Serious and deliberate malprac�ce 
is corrupt conduct, and we can report it to the Independent Commission Against Corrup�on. 
 
Malprac�ce includes: 

● copying part or all of someone else’s work and presen�ng it as your own 

● using material directly from books, journals, CDs or the internet without giving its source 

● building on someone else’s ideas without giving their source 

● buying, stealing or borrowing someone else’s work and presen�ng it as your own 

● submi�ng work that someone else, like a parent, coach or subject expert, substan�ally contributed to 

● using someone else’s words, ideas, designs or work in projects and performance tasks without giving 

their source 

● paying someone to write or prepare material 

● breaching school exam rules 

● chea�ng in an HSC exam 

● using non‐approved aids in an assessment task 

● giving false reasons for not handing in work by the due date 

● helping another student to engage in malprac�ce. 
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��

Rules and Procedures 

Each student's grade will be determined by the quality of the work produced by the student only. To                                   
demonstrate honesty, any component of a student's work that has been wri�en, created or developed                             
by others must be acknowledged in accordance with NESA's subject‐specific documenta�on. Use or                         
inclusion of material from other sources such as books, journals and electronic sources, including the                             
internet, must be acknowledged. General teaching and learning do not require formal                       
acknowledgement. 
 
Dishonest behaviour carried out for the purpose of gaining unfair advantage in the assessment process                             
cons�tutes malprac�ce, or chea�ng. Malprac�ce in any form, including plagiarism, is unacceptable. The                         
NSW Educa�on Standards Authority treats allega�ons of malprac�ce very seriously and detected                       
malprac�ce will limit a student's marks and jeopardise their HSC. Should malprac�ce be suspected,                           
students will be required to demonstrate that all unacknowledged work is en�rely their own. Serious                             
and deliberate acts of malprac�ce amount to corrupt conduct and, where appropriate, the NSW                           
Educa�on Standards Authority will report ma�ers to the Independent Commission Against Corrup�on.                       
The school is required to register any acts of malprac�ce with the NSW Educa�on Standards Authority. 
��

Examina�on Procedures 

• A�end school on the day of an examina�on. 
• Be ready half an hour prior to the scheduled start. 
• Brings pens, pencils, erasers, geometry sets, calculator in a clear plas�c bag. Nothing else is 

allowed in the examina�on room. 
• Follow all direc�ons from the supervisors. 
• Do not to leave the examina�on room early. 
��

Students on Family Holidays (in term �me) 

Assessment must take priority over family holidays and students must hand in Assessment Tasks  before 
the due  date. Family Holidays will not be accepted for non‐submission of an assessment task. In all cases 
early no�fica�on will best enable the school to support students to balance their work requirements. 
 

Managing Assessment 

The school website contains Assessment Plans which detail the common assessment tasks and the                           
ongoing assessment for the Prelim year. Students should use their diaries to manage assessment                           
carefully. There are a few key points to keep in mind:

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Record of School Achievement (ROSA) 
From 2013, the ROSA will be issued to any student who leaves school before they are eligible for the                                     
award of an HSC. 

The ROSA will: 
• Be a record of the full range of student achievements right up to the day they do their HSC or                                       

leave school in the Preliminary Year. 
• Provide an electronic record of achievements that students can use at any �me 
• Use assessment by teachers in schools, moderated by the NSW Educa�on Standards Authority to                           

ensure reliability and fairness of grades 
• Provide the capacity to record voca�onal courses and students' voca�onal experiences as well as                           

ci�zenship and leadership achievements such as First Aid courses, community languages courses                       
and Duke of Edinburgh awards 

 
The ROSA will be available electronically and as a verifiable hard copy on demand with the most up‐to                                   
date informa�on on a student's achievements, across all subjects and a range of extra‐curricular                           
ac�vi�es.

Repor�ng Student Achievement in Year 11 

Students will receive regular feedback about their performance in all Common assessment tasks and                           
other ac�vi�es they will do throughout the Course. Students are encouraged to ask for teacher feedback                               
on their prac�ce essays and test items. 
 
Interim reports are provided for all subjects at the end of Term 1. The purpose of these interim reports                                     
are to provide informa�on to parents about how their child has commenced their senior study. Formal                               
reports are developed during Term 2 and a�er the Preliminary Examina�on period for the beginning of                               
Term 4. Preliminary Examina�ons are scheduled for the end of Term 3. Parent Teacher mee�ngs are in                                 
Term 2 for all Year 11 students and available at the end of Term 4. 

Formal Reports will contain: 
 
● a Grade to indicate overall achievement in the Course. 
● Student’s achievement of Course Outcomes 
● Applica�on to Learning Teachers comment on progress and sugges�ons for improvement in 

learning.
